New US Boccia Ranking System 2008 and forward

Blaze Sports of America is the DSO (Disability Sport Organization) of Boccia in the United States, which is recognized by CPISRA (Cerebral Palsy International Sports and Recreation Association) which is the organization that governs boccia for the international Paralympic committee.

RANKING is based on four years of date (CURRENT YEAR + THE 3 PRIOR YEARS) with weighting.

US presently has 2 ranking systems running in parallel until 2011 at which point we will drop the “Former NDSA US Ranking system. (The former NDSA system is explained in a separate document posted at www.blazesports.org. The new system follows below.)

National Tournaments through 2011 will be seeded using the List using the NDSA Boccia Ranking System.  The 2012 National Tournament will use the List generated fromj the New US Ranking System.

Rationale for the new US Ranking System
The Boccia Technical Committee has chosen to adopt the use of ranking system that parallels the international boccia committee ranking system.

There are two major advantages to the change from the former US ranking system:

· The new system distributes ranking points from first place through to last place.

· As the number of athletes/pairs/teams increase per event the amount of ranking points also increase.  This is explained by competition level rises as does the number of entries.
